	The ability to tell the story of Jesus using different art forms.

	E. Encouragement
	
	The ability to reassure, encourage, and support people who are discouraged and uncertain in their faith.

	F. Evangelism
	
	The ability to tell about Jesus to unbelievers so that they desire to know Jesus and be a part of the Church.

	G. Hospitality
	
	The ability to help people feel at home, welcoming them into your own home, and care for new or needy people by providing shelter and other helps for their needs.

	H. Leadership
	
	The ability to attract, lead and motivate people to accomplish the work of God through the Church (and other organizations).

	The ability to lead, care for, and help people or groups in the Church as they grow in faith.

	The ability to understand what makes an organization run well. The ability to plan, carry out, and evaluate how the church (or other organization) is functioning.

	L. Craftsmanship
	
	The ability to help ministry take place through construction and repair of necessary items used by the church or people in need.

	M. Giving
	
	The ability to contribute money and other needed things to the work of the church with joy and quantity

	The ability to help people understand the spiritual value of ordinary things people do in the life of the Church.
